	Lesson:

	 Starting The Thinking About (Minds on):

1) Prior to class – will ask students to bring in some type of ‘food recipe’ that is either traditional to their family, their heritage or their way of life.
2) Students will share with their group this food recipe.
3) Teacher will bring in traditional food ‘books’ from Saskatchewan about perogies etc
4) Teacher will talk about how food recipes and ‘culture’ was passed down through these small food cook books through traditional spots of community gathering (churches etc)
Learning (Action):
1) Show students a few media clips on traditional food culture (Julia child etc) and media clips from current food shows (Anthony Bourdain, Chef’s table etc)
2) Talk to students about what they’ve watched in class. 
3) Get students in groups to discuss comparisons and create a padlet or some other online form of chart paper discussion
4) Share this with class – talk about ideas
5) Introduce students to their inquiry project – get students to investigate one of their group member’s ‘traditional ‘recipes 
6) Students will research the recipe as a group, learn its history, its origins, why its important to the cultural group etc
7) Then students will think about how the recipe might have been presented in the media traditionally and then they will have to create a new ‘multimedia’ advertisement for their traditional recipe that highlights cultural identity for today’s woke audience. 
Practice (Consolidation):

1) Teacher asks students to present their findings to the class 
2) Students will talk about how they will look at traditional foods differently
